•  The XVHU�LQWHUIDFH�LV�KLJKO\�LQWXLWLYH – just a screen and a pen, which 
allows the professor to focus on teaching, and not managing technology. 

•  The VL]H�LV�ULJKW on – it is not too large, which can hide the professor  
from view of the students. 

•  It’s FRPSDWLEOH�ZLWK�D�UDQJH�RI�NH\�DSSOLFDWLRQV, such as  
Microsoft and SMART. 

The QIT600’s annotation feature also plays a key role in the hybrid learning 
environment. It provides a great alternative to the professor to simply writing 
on the existing whiteboard in the classroom. Writing on the whiteboard can 
present problems because not all classrooms have cameras that can zoom 
in on the whiteboards; there is often glare on the whiteboard; the professor 
is usually standing in front of the whiteboard while writing, which blocks the 
students view.   
 
QOMO also stands out to UConn because of its exceptional  
customer service:   

•  During a rollout of the upgrade (from F1) a few technical issues surfaced. 
QOMO quickly dispatched a product engineer to UConn and resolved the 
problems.   

•  When the QIT600 F2 was being developed, UConn recommended QOMO 
add an external USB port for thumb drive support to accommodate its 
SURIHVVRUȇV�ZRUNȵRZ��ΔW�ZDV�HQJLQHHUHG�LQWR�WKH�GHYLFH��7KDW�GHPRQVWUDWHG�
to UConn they were a valuable customer.
