Shuttle Wheel
- Press a selection button (Rotate, Zoom, Brightness,
Focus) then turn the shuttle wheel to adjust the value.
- Press the shuttle wheel to enter the PTZ mode then
click A, ¥, <, & » to pan and tilt the image.
- Press again the shuttle wheel to exit the PTZ mode.

Focus Button
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1. Start by lifting the camera head.
2. Hold steady the base of the unit to assist.

3. Place a document or object to be displayed under the camera.
4. Press the power button to turn on the power.
5. Adjust the arm to change the height and position for capturing your image.

USB Mode Connection

1. Switch to the USB connection mode at the side of the doc cam.

2. Plug the supplied USB type-C to A cable to the doc cam and connect the
other end to your computer’s USB port.

HDMI Mode Connection

1. Switch to the HDMI connection mode at the side of the doc cam.
2. Plug the USB cable into the USB power adapter.
3. Connect to a projector, monitor, TV(HDTV), or QOMO Interactive Panel.
